Physical Activities





Evidence Me is our online learning journey system and has replaced 2simple. Hopefully you should have received an email from them with a link to follow if you have not already done so. Once you have created a parent login you can download the parent’s app which allows you to quickly and easily upload a photo to their learning journey and write something about it if you wish. Just search in the App Store for Evidence Me. If you require any help or haven’t received the email please message me.





We encourage you (or another adult) to listen to your child read daily where possible. This doesn’t have to be the whole book, it could be 3 pages of their reading book, a comic they are interested or a book you have at home. Children receive a point for every read written in their reading record and will achieve their first Karate Reading band (white belt) after 15 reads.  They then have the opportunity to work their way through the coloured belts up to a ‘black belt’ as they progress through the school. 





We want to encourage your children to see reading as a joy and not a chore. The reading books we send home will start with no words to encourage telling the story using the pictures. They will also bring home a library book of their choice. As we then begin our Read Write Inc sessions we will send home associated RWI books. We encourage you to read the same book 2-3 times to enable them to become confident with it.





Your child will also read with an adult in school and will have their book changed up to twice per week.

Our topics tend to evolve along with the children’s interests and can therefore lead us on exciting and sometime unexpected journeys!  We will spend time getting to know each other and what makes us unique individuals, where we live and our wider community before deciding as a class what we would like to learn about next.





Initially we will be playing lots of Letters and sounds games to help us hear the initial sounds in words as well as helping us to segment and blend. When we are ready we will start short Read Write Inc sessions. We introduce the set 1 letter sounds (not names) in the following order: m a s d t, i n p g o, c k u b, f e l h sh, r j v y w, th z ch qu x ng nk. We will begin learning to form these sounds during the sessions and also throughout out play. There will be lots of practice at recognising and writing our names. We will learn how to sequence a story such as Elmer and there will be weekly Show & Tell sessions to support our speaking and listening skills.


 








Physical Development 





We will have lots of activities to help build shoulder and finger strength and dexterity so that we can master the correct pencil grip. This term we will have weekly PE sessions run by Plymouth Argyle (Mon) and Forest School sessions (Thurs). We need to be able to dress and undress for PE sensibly as well as learn skills such as how to find a space and work with a partner. We will practice moving around a space in different ways. In reception the children will learn through their outdoor environment on a daily basis so please always ensure they have their coats in school. 








Our topic will help to raise awareness of the different things that make us unique and give us the opportunity to talk about different appearances, cultures and beliefs. We will explore our knowledge of farming and harvest around the world. We will also note seasonal changes throughout year, observing and describing the weather associated with the season and how day length varies.

We will be singing familiar songs and learning new songs as well as a having weekly music session. We will be developing independence in selecting our own materials, adapting our work and mixing colours. We will be doing lots of free-play to help us develop our imaginative and creative skills.

Rights Respecting School:


Steps into rights: We will talk about our rights and begin to identify the different articles. We use our Class Charter to help us do this. 





We will be agreeing our new Class Charter and learning how to ensure we follow it. We will focus on taking turns and talking to each other during our play and will ask the children to work with a partner or a small group to get something done.  During our the first couple of weeks we will be discussing the question ‘What makes me unique?’ developing the children’s ability to communicate about themselves as well as their own homes and communities.








PSED





During our play and through directed activities we will practice number recognition to 10 and beyond as well as discovering the different ways we can represent numbers. We will use a variety of ways to reinforce our number knowledge for example singing songs and rhymes which contain numbers, sorting and counting objects, estimating a quantity and saying one more and one less. We will also be looking at 2d shapes and learning how to describe their properties as well as developing an understanding of what a repeating pattern is.
