Supporting Learning at home








Physical Activities





Please ensure children have PE kits in school every day and the children will require trainers for outdoor sessions. Please keep us up to date with your child’s achievements out of school and clubs they may attend as it is always wonderful to share their sporting accomplishments and interests with their peers.








Your child will have their books changed two-three times per week. We encourage you (or another adult) to listen to your child read daily where possible. This doesn’t have to be the whole book, it could be 3 pages of their reading book, a comic they are interested or a book you have at home. We want to encourage your children to see reading as a joy and not a chore, therefore feel free to vary your reading material, but please could you note down any of this reading in their reading records. The book scheme starts with books with no words to encourage telling the story using the pictures, as your child becomes more confident at this, simple words are introduced to encourage them to sound out words using their developing knowledge of phonics. If you have any questions about how to support your child learning to read please feel free to come and speak to me.








This week you will receive your child’s home-learning book. They contain two menus, one to support Phonics and the other to develop skills in other areas of learning. These are designed to suggest activities which you can do together to support your child’s learning at home. You don’t have to stick to them, if you want to come up with some of your own activities that is absolutely fine. The most important thing is that your child has fun whilst they learn!





Rainbow Challenges 





We will be introducing Rainbow Challenges in reception this year. During their free-play time the children will be set 6 challenges to complete over the week, one for each area of learning. They will receive do-jo points for completing their rainbow. Please ask your children whether they have done any of their rainbow challenges and give them lots of encouragement to help us establish this as part of our routine. You will be able to view our rainbow display in class.

Expressive Arts and Design





We will be creating a new Class Charter and learning how to follow this charter at all times. We focus on taking turns and talking to each other during our play and will ask the children to work with a partner or a small group to get something done.  During our topic we will be discussing the question ‘What makes me unique?’ developing the children’s ability to communicate about themselves as well as their own homes and communities.








We will be singing familiar songs and learning new songs. Mr P will be leading a weekly music session with us every Thursday. We will be developing independence in selecting our own materials, adapting our work and mixing colours.








PSED





We will practice number recognition to 10 and beyond and begin forming these numbers. We will use a variety of ways to reinforce our number knowledge for example singing songs and rhymes which contain numbers, sorting and counting objects, estimating a quantity and saying one more and one less. We will also be looking at 2d shapes and learning how to describe their properties as well as developing an understanding of what a repeating pattern is.








Mathematics





Our topic will help to raise awareness of the different things that make us unique and give us the opportunity to talk about a range of different appearances, cultures and beliefs. We will explore our knowledge of farming and harvest around the world. We will also note seasonal changes throughout year, observing and describing the weather associated with the season and how day length varies. We will also have weekly Spanish lessons with Mrs Ashley.





Understanding of The World





We will have lots of activities to help build shoulder and finger strength and dexterity so that we can master the correct pencil grip. This Term we will have weekly PE sessions run by Plymouth Argyle (Mon) and dance run by Arena (Wed). We need to be able to dress and undress for PE sensibly as well as learn skills such as how to find a space and work with a partner. We will practice moving around a space in different ways. In reception the children will learn through their outdoor environment on a daily basis so please always ensure they have their coats in school. 








Physical Development 








We will be learning the sounds s, a, t, p, I, n, m, d, g, o. We will practice putting these sounds together to make simple words as well as segmenting and blending these sounds in words. We will start writing some of these sounds using cursive handwriting and practice recognizing and writing our names. We will learn how to sequence a story such as The Three Billy Goats Gruff. We will have weekly Show & Tell sessions to support out speaking and listening skills.


 








Rights Respecting:
